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Hurt man rescue proficiency testing is under-
taken every year at NEA.  

Whether rescue is done using an aerial lift or 
by climbing, all line crew members must be 
able to demonstrate competency.  

No one wants to have to use it, but they are 
each prepared should the situation call for it.
