A broken line dangling in the air doesnôt immediately look dangerous. After 

seeing the power of an energized line when it comes into contact with an un-

insulated object however, the potential damage becomes frighteningly clear.  

When you encounter a downed line you wonôt know for sure if the line is en-

ergized or not, unless you see it interacting with something, making contact. 

You do NOT want to find out the hard way that it is energized. We stress to 

our members they should always consider a line energized and stay away 

from it. Call the Co-op and we will take care of it. 

On different occasions throughout the year we provide education & safety 

learning opportunities. To facilitate better state-wide coverage, several Coop-

eratives have invested in building 1/4 scale sized, portable safety demo trail-

ers so education can more easily be provided. This year, we borrowed from 

our neighbor, Wyrulec, for use at both the Sioux County and Niobrara County 

Fairs.
